We get involved when a verifiable report of abuse has been made to authorities. therapists or and/or agencies which serve abused 
children. We are not vigilantes that go after perpetrators, we are there to empower the children to realize just how strong they are 
by removing their fear by association, and our physical presence. 
 
When an abused child becomes part of our Biker Family they can call us 24/7 when they are scared. We will also escort them to 
court so they can find their voice...so they can tell their story of what happened to them without fear of retribution or intimidation.... 
they realize that we have their back and will not let harm come to them... they realize how powerful they can be!!! 
ALL of our members are volunteers and must pass a thorough NCIC background check and complete a lengthy process before 
they allowed to work with the children we serve.  No one in BACA is paid, therefore our service is free. 
 
Our chapter has worked hard this past year to build an established, united organization, to help empower these children to over-
come their fears and live a healthy life, a life that all children deserve!!!
